Magubane at 80: the celebration of a life”, hosted by the Human Sciences Research Council (HSRC), the Freedom Park, the University of South Africa (UNISA), the South African Democracy Education Trust (SADET), the National Research Foundation (NRF), the Africa Institute of South Africa (AISA) and Department of Science and Technology (DST) and the Intellectual Heritage Project (Rhodes University). The conference will be held at the Human Sciences Research Council, in Pretoria. The dinner launching the event will be held on 26 February 2010 at Freedom Park, Pretoria. 
This international conference will bring together researchers, policy makers, and members of civil society organisations in dialogue with each other.

The life and scholarship of an individual such as Prof Magubane, who, as part of a larger collective, has given so much to the national liberation project and building an African scholarly community as a committed intellectual is worth celebrating. This is even more so when the individual turns 80 years of age. 

The focus of the symposium will be:

· The production of knowledge by Africans and the production of knowledge on Africa; and 

· The contributions of human and social science to innovation and development in Africa.
This will entail understanding the contexts, conditions and cultures within which knowledge production occurs; clarity about what is meant by the humanities; addressing the role of human and social science researchers as citizens; and examining the challenges facing and prospects of human and social science. I am attaching for your attention the concept note and draft programme for the conference, which contains the sub-themes that will be covered during the discussions.
Deputy President Kgalema P Motlanthe, will launch the conference at a dinner hosted at Freedom Park on 26 August 2010, and Minister Naledi Pandor, Ministry of Science and Technology will be the key note speaker at the concluding dinner.

Presentation deadline

Participants are asked to send electronic versions of their presentations, a short abstract and a brief CV to Arlene Grossberg (acgrossberg@hsrc.ac.za) not later than 16 July 2010.  The abstract and the CV combined should not be more than 500 words. 

At the end of the symposium publication of the presentations will be discussed and deadlines for final submissions will be finalised.
